MARSHALL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH

April 9, 2010
The April 9, 2010 meeting of the Marshall County Board of Health was called to order by Chairman Donald Mason at 7:30AM, with the following board members attendance:  Nancy Warmuth and Robert Riggenbach.  Board members absent: Kathy Martin and Carol Wade. Staff members present:  Kenneth J. Allen, MD, Physician Director; Ronda Francis, LHA; Patty Owens, RN, BSN; Rich Lucas, Registered Sanitarian; Michael Harvilla, Sanitarian in Training; Connie Veronis, Dental Hygienist, MCHD, and Kathy Ruge, ASA. Members of the public:  None.
Don asked that those present stand for a moment of silence in recognition of the lives lost in the Raleigh County coal mining incident.

Ronda Francis introduced Michael Harvilla, the new sanitarian in training in the Environmental Department.

Public Comments:
None.
Previous Minutes:

Previous minutes of the February 19, 2010 meeting were read and approved on a motion by Nancy Warmuth and a second by Robert Riggenbach.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Financial Report:

Dr. Allen noted that finances are doing very well.  Our budget is on target and no problems are foreseen.  We are 75 percent along in the budget and collections are at 82 percent.  We are ahead by $66,000 (threat preparedness accounts for $62,000 of that) leaving about a $4,000 spread over the budget.  Expenses are slightly ahead at 80.58 percent.  We should end on a positive note at year end.  Most miscellaneous expenses are related to the H1N1 budget and will not be repeated next year.  Motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Robert Riggenbach to accept the financial report as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Hours of Work/Overtime Policy Adoption
Ronda Francis stated that we have been using the DHHR policies for years (now the Division of Personnel at the state).  The same policies regarding hours of work/overtime policy need to be readopted with the following exclusions; namely,  increment pay and rest periods/breaks and corrections as follows:  Meal period length of time, one hour in lieu of 30 minutes for lunch and two 15 minute breaks; travel away from home to include the cost of lunch, and flex time which is not a program of the Marshall County Health Department.  Readjusted time will be used.  Following a brief discussion, motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Robert Riggenbach, to readopt the policy with the exclusions and corrections noted.  All were in favor – motion carried. 
Disposition of Checks from Closed Account

Ronda Francis noted that the BCCSP transportation reimbursement program has been discontinued since last July.  According to our auditor, blank, unused checks need to be shredded per a motion by the board.  Motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Robert Riggenbach to authorize Ronda Francis to shred these blank checks. All were in favor – motion carried.

Addition of Signer to Checking Accounts:
According to Ronda Francis, she is authorized to open/close/obtain deposits and transaction information and authorize release of funds on checks without required signatures; however, she is not permitted to stop payments on checks.  For convenience sake her name should be added to the account since two signatures are necessary for stop payment procedures to commence.  Motion was made by Robert Riggenbach, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to add Ronda Francis as a signer on the checking accounts with the same signature requirements previously in place.  All were in favor – motion carried.

Clean Indoor Air Definition Change:

The proposed change of definition as stated in the February 19, 2010 minutes was authorized as follows:  “Smoking” means inhaling, exhaling, burning or carrying any lighted or heated cigar, cigarette, or pipe or any other lighted or heated tobacco or plant product intended for inhalation, in any manner or in any form.  “Smoking” also includes the use of an e-cigarette which creates a vapor, in any manner or in any form, or the use of any oral smoking device for the purpose of circumventing the prohibition of smoking in this regulation.”  
Following the posting of the 30 day notice and no public or written comment, motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Robert Riggenbach to adopt the Clean In-door Air Definition Change to be effective April 15, 2010.  All were in favor – motion carried.

Report by Administrator:  None
Board of Health and Staff Comments:
Connie Veronis stated that she and Charlene participated in a tobacco program with Roger Cole at John Marshall at their TV Station Channel 14.  Also, David Briles, a cancer survivor, will be in the schools April 13 and 14.
Patty Owens reported that H1N1 activity is at a standstill though there has been an increase in influenza they are monitoring.  Ronda and Patty are working on a new program whereby Hepatitis B vaccine (Twinrix) provided by the State will be made available to people at high risk (multiple partners/tattoos/piercing/iv drug users, etc.), age 19 and above, without drawing blood.  Patty is working with the Department of Corrections and the jail so that it is made available to prisoners and when they are released, they will be able to obtain the shot elsewhere or back here at the health department.
Rich Lucas reported an increase in activity now that the weather has changed.  They are quite busy with complaints, dog bites and septic inspections.  Mike Harvilla will be attending a six week training in August which will then help him with the work load.
Don reported that work is progressing in Bethlehem with the sewer project.  They are currently working on additional funding resources.  This pubic sewer project is much needed.

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 AM.
