MARSHALL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH

May 21, 2010
The May 21, 2010 meeting of the Marshall County Board of Health was called to order by Dr. Kenneth Allen at 7:30AM, with the following board members attendance:  Nancy Warmuth; Carol Wade and Kathy Martin.  Board members absent: Robert Riggenbach and Chairman Donald Mason. Staff members present:  Kenneth J. Allen, MD, Physician Director; Ronda Francis, LHA; Rich Lucas, Registered Sanitarian; Connie Veronis, Dental Hygienist, MCHD, and Kathy Ruge, ASA. Members of the public:  None.
Public Comments:
None.
Previous Minutes:

Previous minutes of the April 9, 2010 meeting were read and approved on a motion by Kathy Martin and a second by Carol Wade.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Financial Report:

Dr. Allen noted that finances are doing very well and our budget is on target with no problems foreseen.  He noted that important sources of funding are the state, county allotment, threat preparedness and board of education.   Motion was made by Carol Wade, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to accept the financial report as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Renewal of Term – Carol Wade:

Motion was made by Kathy Martin, second by Nancy Warmuth,  to write a letter to the county commission requesting the renewal of board member Carol Wade’s term for another five years.  All were in favor – motion carried.

Reappointment of Health Officer:

Motion was made by Kathy Martin, seconded by Carol Wade to request the reappointment of Dr. Kenneth Allen as Health Officer.  The board unanimously concurred – motion carried.
Budget and Program Plan:

Motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Kathy Martin to accept the organizational chart; Community Health Implementation Plan; fiscal contracts and the budget and program plan as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.  Dr. Allen noted and the board was in agreement that Ronda Francis should be commended for the time and effort that went into the preparation of these reports.  

Fiscal Policies Revisions:

Ronda Francis noted that the existing fiscal policies, last addressed in 2003, have been revised.  Items such as creating sections; cleaning up the language; adding a section for clinical and environmental programs and negotiable instruments were revisited.  Travel reimbursement under the BCCSP program was removed and in an effort to avoid perceptions of impropriety in the field, finances are handled by clerical and administrative staff only.  Motion was made by Carol Wade, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to approve the revisions as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.
By-Laws:

Ronda noted that a Local Health Association By-Laws subcommittee developed by-laws and made them available to us for our use should we chose to do so.  In those by-laws, they referenced a Code, Section 16.2a, that was eliminated in the year 2000.  The reference to this code has been removed.  This item will be on the next agenda for approval.
Report by Director:  None.
Report by Administrator:  
Ronda noted that Patty Owens referred to the availability of a Hepatitis program provided by the state at the last meeting.  That being said, Ronda stated that Patty visited the regional jail on May 20th and administered approximately 150 first round doses.

Board of Health and Staff Comments:
Connie Veronis stated that she and Charlene participated in a tobacco program with Roger Cole at John Marshall at their TV Station Channel 14.  Also, David Briles, a cancer survivor, was in the schools April 13 and 14 and will return May 26 or 27 to visit the schools he missed.
Rich Lucas reported that they are quite busy with complaints, dog bites and septic inspections.  He noted he was going to Grand Vue with the state today to get the new pool checked out so that it is ready for Memorial Day. 
There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 7:55 AM.
