MARSHALL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH

May 22, 2009
The May 22, 2009 meeting of the Marshall County Board of Health was called to order by Chairman Donald Mason at 7:30AM, with the following people in attendance:  Carol Wade, board member, MCHD; Kenneth Allen, MD, physician director, MCHD; Robert Riggenbach, board member, MCHD; Kathy Martin, board member, MCHD; Nancy Warmuth, board member; Ronda Francis, LHA, MCHD; Connie Veronis, DH, MCHD; Rich Lucas, Registered Sanitarian, MCHD; and Kathy Ruge, ASA, MCHD.  
Public Comments:
No members of the public were present.

Previous Minutes:

Previous minutes of the February 6, 2009 meeting were read and approved on a motion by Kathy Martin and a second by Nancy Warmuth.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Renewal of Term – Don Mason:

Motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Bob Riggenbach, to recommend to the County Commission the renewal of Don Mason’s term.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Financial Report:

Dr. Allen noted that we were in good fiscal shape reporting 87 percent along in income and 83.7 percent in expenses.  Motion was made by Carl Wade, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to accept the financial report as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.
BCCSP Fees for Service:

We are required to stay within the fee structure established by the federal government on the amounts paid by patients, which we comply with.  However, it has been determined that a resolution adopting this policy must be on record.  Motion was made by Kathy Martin, seconded by Carol Wade as follows: 

 “With this application, Marshall County Board of Health requests approval to charge the most current federally approved rates for Breast and Cervical Cancer Screening Program (BCCSP), as established by the CDC.  These CDC federal rates adhere to the Medicare rates for services purchased on behalf of BCCSP eligibles.
Since this rate is established by the federal government, the county health departments and all other providers are expected to adhere to the published rates.  Providers are expected to adjust rates upon notification of any federal changes issued by the BCCSP.

This application seeks continuing approval to change rates for the BCCSP as outlined in this application.”

All were in favor – motion carried.

Reappointment of Health Officer:

According to state code, the reappointment of the health officer is required annually.  Motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Carol Wade to reappoint Dr. Kenneth Allen for another term.  All were in favor – motion carried.
State Budget/Program Plan:

Budget:  Ronda Francis reviewed the projected budget for the term July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010 with the board members.  Dr. Allen stated that he and Ronda expended a considerable amount of time examining each line item. Motion was made by Kathy Martin, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to approve the budget as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.

Program Plan:  Ronda presented the program plan to the board members and noted that included in the program plan were services provided by the health department; fees for service structure; board of health member information; board of education members; contributing municipalities and county officials contacts; projected budget; audit information; employees and job titles; communicable disease report information; health promotion; environmental health and threat preparedness.
Following a review of environmental health services and fees, Ronda noted areas where possible fees could be generated such as reinspections for establishments not in compliance and repeat visits for home loan evaluations.  Don Mason suggested Ronda research these possible options and report back to the board.  Ronda stated that these increases would not necessarily generate income but would help cover travel expenses at the very least. 

Motion was made by Kathy Martin, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to approve the program plan as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.

Organizational Chart:  Ronda reviewed the organizational chart with the board noting one change; Richard Lucas is the environmental lead.  Motion was made by Kathy Martin, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to approve the program plan as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.  

Fiscal Contracts:  Ronda noted that one contract was from Marshall County Commission for $140,000 and one contract (due to be received in the upcoming week) was from the Board of Education for $48,000.  Motion was made by Kathy Martin, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to authorize Don Mason to sign these contracts on behalf of the board of health.  All were in favor; Don Mason abstained – motion carried.

Since Don Mason is a member of the County Commission, motion was made by Carol Wade, seconded by Bob Riggenbach for Don Mason to sign both contracts on behalf of the Marshall County Board of Health.  All were in favor; Don Mason abstained – motion carried. 

Formal Adoption of NIMS:

It was determined that although we adopted the use of the NIMS structure several years ago, it must be formally adopted by a resolution.  Motion was made by Kathy Martin, seconded by Carol Wade as follows:
WHEREAS to comply with federal and state standards of implementation of the National Incident Management System, thereby meeting a requirement for federal preparedness assistance funding,

BE IT RESOLVED that the Marshall County Board of Health hereby adopts the National Incident Management System (NIMS) for the purpose of managing an incident command structure, from this day forward.

All were in favor – motion carried.

Report by Director:  None.
Report by Administrator:
Ronda reported the following:

· We are currently working on signing a governmental contract with Verizon Wireless which will save us in the neighborhood of $500/year.

· We have reduced our mileage rate to the state rate of $.445 from the federal rate of $.55.

· There will be a Health Plan insurance rate reduction of 7.9 percent which will save us $10,500/year.

· The approval of the environmental permit fees increase through 2016 has been received from Charleston.

· There are no known cases of Swine Flu in West Virginia.

· New Marshall County Health Department brochures were distributed.

· We have applied for the “Save Face” tobacco grant in the amount of $5,000

· Ronda and Dr. Allen will be attending the Health Officer Summit in Charleston June 5 and 6.

· A CPR renewal class will be held on June 3rd for staff.

· Ronda attended a HSEEP (Homeland Security Exercise and Evaluation Program) training with Tom Hart and Mike Mucheck in April.

· There will be a free women’s clinic on June 4th from 1 to 6 PM.

· There will be a special adolescent immunization clinic from 3 – 6 PM on Monday, June 22nd and on August 3rd, there will be a late immunization clinic for kids registering for school from 9 to 6 PM.  Hopefully, the extension of hours will meet the needs of those that cannot make our normally scheduled work hours.
· WV Telehealth Alliance – We have been contacted by them to participate in their study.   The project would cover installation cost of T1 line and 85 percent of the monthly service cost for two years, at which time we would assume all costs (a $350/month increase over current costs).
Board of Health and Staff Comments:
Patty Owens added that they completed their visits to the junior high and high schools with their STD program in conjunction with the disease investigation of the recent syphilis outbreak in Ohio County.
Rich Lucas reported that Wendy’s has remodeled their seating section in the hopes of building their business back up following the recent “hair” incident.  They have also included TV surveillance throughout their cooking area.

Connie Veronis stated that they are finished with the schools and will be leaving for the summer in the next couple of weeks.

Carol Wade noted a general improvement in the food concessions; however, Bob Riggenbach witnessed food being prepared and served without gloves.   Rich will look into this.  

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 AM.
