MARSHALL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH

February 14, 2008
The February 14, 2008 meeting of the Marshall County Board of Health was called to order by Vice Chairman Nancy Warmuth at 7:30AM, with the following people in attendance:  Kathy Martin, board member, MCHD; Carol Wade, board member, MCHD; Kenneth Allen, MD, physician director. MCHD; Ronda Francis, LHA, MCHD; Connie Veronis, DH, MCHD; Jim Riggs, Sanitarian, MCHD; Patty Owens, RN, MCHD and Kathy Ruge, ASA, MCHD.  Absent:  Robert Riggenbach, board member, MCHD and Donald Mason, Chairman, MC Board of Health.
Nancy turned over the running of the meeting over to Dr. Allen.

Public Comments:
No members of the public were present.

Previous Minutes:

Previous minutes of the November 6, 2007 meeting were read and approved on a motion by Kathy Martin and a second by Carol Wade.  All were in favor – motion carried.

Financial Report:

Dr. Allen reported that we are in excellent financial shape.  We are 60 percent along in the budget with 63.14 percent in collections and 54 percent in expenditures.  There is nothing outstanding to report at this time and the budget is on target.  Motion was made by Nancy Warmuth, seconded by Carol Wade to approve the financial report as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.

There were no salary increases at this time as it is too early to anticipate.  These numbers are subject to change with the State budget in May.

Motion was made by Carol Wade, seconded by Kathy Martin to accept the proposed budget as presented.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  Ronda stated that a cover letter with the basic information would be sent along with this budget summary to the County Commission for their review at the budget hearing meeting to be held February 27, 2008 at 7:00 PM.
Report by Director:
No report.
Report by Administrator:
Ronda reported that we are currently utilizing WTRF for our radon advertising  via billboards and television ads.  Radon test kits are also being distributed.  Starting February 25th, threat preparedness ads will run focusing on home prep kits and hand washing.  
Two additional projects in the works are the development of a COOP plan through an outside consulting agency at a cost of $2,500 which is required by the Federal government and the development of a web site in an effort to disseminate more useful information on disease to the public.  There will be links to the CDC and FDA along with sections for downloading applications, threat preparedness and pandemic influenza and MRC and CERT volunteer information.  This proposal will be submitted to web designers with $4,500 budgeted for same.  Kathy Martin suggested the possible use of John Davis, a McMechen volunteer fireman, who has created a web site for the McMechen VFD and encouraged us to view their site.
Ronda noted that the new auditors were at the health department last week with no significant findings reported, indicating that our records were very organized and well presented.  They will submit their final report to Dr. Allen at an exit interview in March.

Board of Health and Staff Comments:

Connie reported that this is children’s Dental Health Month and referred to an article that appeared in the paper.  Further, Connie stated that she and Charlene were asked to deliver a presentation in April at a conference held in Flatwoods regarding school-based and community dental programs.  Lastly, kindergarten registration will begin next week.
Patty Owens noted that as a result of a varicella outbreak at a Marshall County nursing home in 2004, involving the participation  of Joe Golebiewski, Debbie Shipley, Linda Ritz and herself compiling statistics and interviewing staff and patients, a CDC article will appear in an upcoming issue of MMWR.  Dr. Allen commended Patty and the staff for achieving this honor in this most reputable medical circulation.

Patty made reference to the bulletin boards in the lobby of the health department, stating that the environmental staff created the board on water and the dental staff designed the board on soda pop.  Patty commended the different departments for their involvement in getting these positive messages across.
The presentation, “HIV/AIDS:  A Look at the Challenges with Care and Testing”, was held at Reynolds Hospital on February 13th with 26 people in attendance.  Jay Adams of the Upper Ohio Valley AIDS Task Force gave the presentation which was a very good update related to testing, HIV exposure and care.  This same presentation will be held again on March 4th at Reynolds in an attempt to get this new information to MRC, CERT volunteers and other community partners.

There will be a Health Fair at the Northern Regional Jail for inmates on March 6th and Patty reported the nursing staff is working on that presentation.  We will also be involved in the Home Expo which will be held March 14, 15 and 16.  In particular, Saturday, March 15th will be the Health Fair segment which will feature Hurdle the Turtle coming to us from Charleston (aka Marlene and Rich).  
Jim Riggs reported that they are fairly well caught up to date.  They will be focusing on campgrounds in the spring.

Jim noted that the City of McMechen Water Department has not been compliant with their TCR monitoring; therefore, Jim will be working with Bob Smith on this.

Kathy Martin questioned the receipt of a report by the McMechen Fire Department regarding a playground on 21st Street as they have nothing to do with its ownership or maintenance.  Jim stated this report was sent to the fire department because it was listed as owner of the playground.  Jim will contact the City of McMechen regarding the correct ownership of this playground.

There being no further comments from the Board or staff, Nancy Warmuth adjourned the meeting at 8:00 AM.  All were in favor – motion carried.
