2005 VOLUNTEER TRAINING
2004 In Review

Training was provided for all nurse volunteers and attended by approximately 30 nurses.  

We appreciate all those who attended in March 2004.  Since September 2004, our Threat 

Preparedness plans have been greatly put to the test.  We began with Mock Disaster 2004 

as an exercise to test the readiness of our plan.  Shortly after this exercise, the floods of 

2004 put our plan into action.  We found our Threat Preparedness Plan not only prepared 

us for a terrorist threat, but soon  realized it could be exercised during a natural disaster 

event as well.  We administered over 500 tetanus vaccinations in various locations

throughout Marshall County.  Recovery was short as we were then faced with the flu

vaccine shortage of 2004 .  With limited staffing and many long hours, services were 

provided to the communities within the county, bringing to the forefront the realization

that in a larger scaled event, we would need to enlist the aid of our medical and non-

medical volunteers in Marshall County.  It has become apparent that the primary key to
making local health plans successful within the community is TEAMWORK!  This was 
certainly evidenced by utilizing all of the employees of the Marshall County Health 

Department  in non-traditional roles to achieve our goals.

CERTIFICATION AND CEU’S AVAILABLE FOR NURSING VOLUNTEERS

Training will be offered at the Marshall County Health Department on Monday, 

February 28, 2005 from 5:30PM to 8:30PM and Tuesday, March 1, 2005 from 9:00AM

to 12:00 Noon.  The agenda for these trainings includes clinical features of smallpox

and its impact on public health, smallpox contraindications and screening, adverse 

reactions, verifying a take, administration, etc.  After demonstrating the ability to
administer the vaccine, a certificate will be presented, and if required, one CEU will be 

given.  

Additional trainings, in conjunction with the Wetzel/Tyler Health Department will be 

available at PPG Park on March 15, 2005.  The training will include Smallpox in the 

9:00AM to 12 Noon session and outbreak investigation training in the 1:00PM to 4:00 

PM session.  This training will include lunch for those attending the all-day session.
