MARSHALL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH

August 21, 2009
The August 21, 2009 meeting of the Marshall County Board of Health was called to order by physician director Kenneth J. Allen at 7:30AM, with the following people in attendance:  Carol Wade, board member, MCHD; Robert Riggenbach, board member, MCHD; Kathy Martin, board member, MCHD; Nancy Warmuth, board member; Ronda Francis, LHA, MCHD; Patty Owens, RN,BSN,MCHD; Rich Lucas, Registered Sanitarian, MCHD; and Kathy Ruge, ASA, MCHD.  Absent:  Donald Mason, Chairman.
Public Comments:
No members of the public were present.

Previous Minutes:

Previous minutes of the May 22, 2009 meeting were read and approved on a motion by Kathy Martin and a second by Carol Wade.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Financial Report:

Dr. Allen noted that we are in the first month of the new fiscal year.  Our collections are good and expenses are 8.28 percent year to date.  Our budget is on target; no problems are foreseen and Dr. Allen is optimistic the budget will be balanced at year end.  Motion was made by Carol Wade, seconded by Nancy Warmuth to accept the financial report as presented.  All were in favor – motion carried.
Report by Director:  None.
Report by Administrator:
Ronda reported the following:

· The distribution method has been changed by the state, thereby creating an estimated increase of $10,000 in state funding

· The approval of the County Commission for the reappointment of Don Mason has been received.

· Approval of BCCSP fees language has been accepted.

· The Save Face Grant was applied for and received.  The speaker, David Briles, participated in the Back to School Fun Fair and was very impressed with the event. There were eight hundred or so children participating in this well coordinated event.  Suzie Baker did a commendable job once again.  The next phase of this grant will be the PPG Health Fair on September 15th.  Mr. Briles will be participating in that as well.  PPG is currently smoke-free and will be going tobacco-free some time in October or November. 
· The cell phone contract was signed with Verizon giving us the government contract rate thereby saving the health department approximately $600 annually.

· There has been one positive case of swine flu in Marshall County.  Preparations are being made to give the H1N1 vaccine some time after the regular seasonal flu vaccine.  There is no exact date yet; it could be as early as mid October.  

· The Health Officer’s summit was cancelled; no date has been rescheduled.
· CPR classes were held in June with all health department employees being certified.

· As a result of the poor volunteer verification response we have been receiving, an evening volunteer call drill was held this month with much improved results.    The after hours method of contacting volunteers will continue.  It should be noted that since the privatization of workmen’s compensation, we still have no workmen’s compensation coverage for our volunteers should they hurt themselves while helping us.  It is the state’s contention that it is a better option to use the volunteers with no coverage than to let the community go underserved; however, all it would take would be one lawsuit to disable us.   Kathy Martin stated that the cost of this insurance for the fire department volunteers is very costly.  In spite of this lack of coverage, we are still actively recruiting, maintaining and training our volunteers.
· Ronda noted that she was contacted by Kroger’s district office regarding the distribution of vaccine.  It is not their intention to be in direct competition with us during the flu season; they would like to work in conjunction with us to better serve the needs of the community.

· The 2009 audit is underway.  There have been no problems or findings.

· The dental x-ray equipment has been inspected and passed.

Board of Health and Staff Comments:
Patty Owens stated that they will begin with the seasonal flu shots in September so as not to get bogged down with the H1N1 vaccine.  She will be speaking today at The Barn to the senior citizens about the vaccine.
Rich Lucas indicated they are behind on food inspections and they are diligently working to get these caught up.
There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 AM.
